Is Black Leadership Under Attack?

Please as I write this article, it is not meant to accuse the sys-
tem of justice as being racist and prejudice, however, it is
meant to raise critical questions and to shine a light on the
truth.

I have lived in Baltimore Maryland for the past 30 years as a
Black Man and one who has been an advocate and a partici-
pant in the Political Process. I mention this because I want to
offer an observation.

First and foremost it is my personal opinion that
“government” and corruption in politics are corrupt to the
core. Yet, it is necessary that we have a “government” for
many reasons. Without “government” chaos would be far
worse than what it presently is even though it is getting total-
ly out of control.

Baltimore City was incorporated as a city in 1797 and in
1987 for the first time after one-hundred and ninety years a

Black Man by the name of Kurt Schmoke was elected as the
first Black Mayor of this City. He became the 46th mayor!

Remember I have lived in Baltimore for about thirty years
and since the time I have lived here, I will give account to
some of what I have witnessed politically. Since the time
Kurt Schmoke left office in December of 1999, I want to at-
test to what I have witnessed.

I am not going to speak on behalf of administrations nor ap-
pointments but I will stay within the office of Mayor. After
Kurt Schmoke stepped down a White Councilman by the
name of Martin O'Malley was elected. As Politics played its
political game of Russian Rolette vetting O' Malley a two-
year term as Mayor the system set the stage for his election to
become “Governor” of the State of Maryland.

During the time that O'Malley was in office, there were many
rumors regarding his infidelity as well as his cheating with
Black females. It was rumored that he was behind several
incidents that resulted in injury and possibly even death. He
was sued by the NAACP as well as the ACLU because the
Baltimore Police Department was locking up thousands of
Black Citizens without just cause.

The reason Martin O'Malley becomes important to this story
is that I want to point out the corruption as well as the unfair-
ness of power when it comes to Blacks holding office as op-
posed to Whites.

In the year 2007 Sheila Dixon a Black Woman who was at
the time President of City Continued on page 28

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I discussed liberation in my last column
for this publication. Liberation at its es-
sence starts with the self. We cannot

liberate our community or our families,
without first liberating ourselves. Chattel
slavery and servitude placed a tremen-
dous burden on our community one that
has not been addressed to date. The in-
stitution of slavery has affected the
minds of the enslaved and the mindset of
their offspring.

Today we find ourselves shackled to a
vision of ourselves and our community
that is stronger than any chains that ever
bound our ancestors. We believe the
worst in and, of ourselves and in and of
each other. We buy into and acquiesce in
the mistreatment of ourselves and our
people. Far too often we are the instru-
ment of our self-destruction and disen-
franchisement.

We are often disappointed because we
see little if any collective progress. We
give up too easily without realizing that
the change needed is on an individual

level. We have been taught that the pa-
thology of one black person is repre-
sentative of all black people. But that the
black success if recognized at all, is an
individual accomplishment.

Too many of us look at our current cir-
cumstance and worry that there is no
way out of the dilemma which effects
our community. Too many of us point to
all the pathologies that our enslavers
attribute to us but ignore in themselves
and purchase and traffic in the myths of
the weakness of the spirit, community,
and soul, that is African Americanism.
We embrace beliefs that are demeaning
and destructive to our community.

This pattern is enhanced by the power of
modern technology, social media, and
communications that depict African
American life, people and businesses, as
an ongoing minstrel show. We remain
enslaved and we have given our minds
to our enslavers. We have completely
bought into the negative image of our-
selves both mentally and physically. We

identify with our oppressors. We wor-
ship their image, whether it is in the
physical realm by the false things we put
on our body that we believe enhances
our beauty by making us look like them.
Also, mentally by looking down on one
another and attaching their values to our
lives and well-being.

The mental chain that binds us is self-
hatred. I know that foundation is every-
thing in life and that nothing can stand
without a solid foundation. I have been
taught that one cannot love others until
one first loves oneself. You have to have
a perspective, a basis, a foundation from
which to build upon, from which to lib-
erate oneself. You must liberate your
thinking before you can truly have a pos-
itive impact on the thinking perception
and thus the behaviors that afflict our
community.

Thinking and behaviors are habits and
habits, with belief. discipline, skill, and
commitment they can be modified. We
cannot collectively improve our commu-
nities until we improve ourselves. This
can be accomplished one African Ameri-
can at a time if we exercise our pride and
our strength as a people. First to believe,
really believe not just sloganeer that we
are a great resilient and strong people.
Our mere survival here in  America
should suffice. Secondly, we must disci-
pline ourselves on the individual level to
embrace ourselves and our culture and to
truly be proud of ourselves. Third, we

must train ourselves and develop the
skill to recognize not only our value but
to guard against self-diminishment and
allowing others to define us. Fourth we
must maintain a commitment to our
community and not just to ourselves.

Self-hate is a destructive phenomenon,
that is not limited or solely attributable
to our community, however, our com-
munity has historically been subjected to
a relentless campaign by our oppressors
over hundreds of years the result of
which is unsurprisingly the diminish-
ment of our self-image and our nation.
To liberate ourselves we must reject the
image notions and propaganda that has
defined our community. The application
of these principals these disciplines will
move the reader in a positive direction
and more importantly move our commu-
nity forward.

My call to the reader is to apply these
disciplines to their daily lives and their
interactions with others both inside and
outside of our community. The next time
you interact with a business that is of our
community support them, look at them
lovingly and not pathologically. The
next time you interact with your brother,
sister or children of the community of
the street look at them lovingly and sup-
portively. You will find that people often
live up to your expectations of them.
Expect love of yourself and your com-
munity, the worst that can happen is you
become a better person the best is that
you will create a stronger community.

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Rikki Vaughn For Mayor

FOR MAYOR

As I sat down to interview Baltimore's
2020 Mayoral Candidate, Rikki Vaughn,
many thoughts ran through my mind
about promises echoed by prior politi-
cians who were elected into office but

porter and don’t mind doing what it
takes to get the job done. Even if it
means that I have to get my hands dirty
by taking a broom to sweep the lobby or
the parking lot of one of my many res-
taurants.”

Although there were many obstacles in
life that Rikki Vaughn has overcome, he
never felt sorry for himself nor gave up
on his future but he used those obstacles
to make him into the man he is today.
Like, Vaughn stated, “ I went from being
a high school dropout to getting my
GED” but he didn’t stop there because
remember this is a man of vision and can
clearly see the path of success and work
on fulfilling promises he made to him-
self. Vaughn further stated, “After get-
ting my GED, I went to Hampton Uni-
versity, got my Bachelor of Science in
Criminal Justice and graduated Magna
Cum Laude. Then went on to get
my MBA from the University of South-
west and finally, I am pursuing a PhD in
Public Policy and Administration at
Walden University.”

Vaughn’s educational experience ex-
plains why he is so passionate about
making sure our children receive a quali-
ty education or making sure that they
don’t have to go to school with coats on
because there’s no funding to provide
heat in the city public schools or making
sure they receive an education that will
prepare them for something as simple as
the next grade level

Vaughn stated, “As Mayor, I will make
sure that we have a curriculum that
meets the needs of our kids and address
the youth initiatives in Baltimore. These
initiatives connect to everything like
education and homelessness. A lot of

people don’t realize that many young
folks are homeless so when you put the
youth initiative in place and address the
homelessness in Baltimore, you are ad-
dressing it from a holistic standpoint and
you are able to make huge strides and
improvement within Baltimore City™.

Homelessness is an area that Vaughn
can relate to as he shared with me that he
was homeless for two years, as a youth.
He shared how he used to go behind a
building to bathe in the cold and fill up a
bucket of water that had rocks in it be-
cause it was the belief that it warmed up
the water. However, Vaughn turned his
situation around by remaining focused
on his future and working on the goals
he set out for himself to get better. Thus,
he eventually went from homelessness to
a multi-home owner. He went from be-
ing a minimum wage worker at McDon-
ald's to CEO of over 100 restaurants and
as mentioned earlier, has 5,500+ em-
ployees.

Vaughn was a single father at 17yrs old,
had a close family relative that was af-
fected by opioid drug use but has since
turned their life around because of
Vaughn’s unwavering support. Might I
mention, Vaughn was a former felon at
the age of 18 and ran for US Senate in
Maryland but had to step down when his
brother was gunned down. Vaughn
shares his life story to encourage indi-
viduals and ensure the voters that it’s not
about the soundbites, say what sounds
good, verbalize those promises that
sound reassuring but as soon as you get
into office those soundbites are carried
by the wind, never to be heard of
again. It's about change and bringing
something new to the table.

Vaughn’s life has given him the keen
perception, experience and resources
necessary on how to change when to
change and what it takes to change. The
time is now for a change. “Baltimore
needs someone who has the experience.
The time is now for, “Making sure that
we have individuals that are ready to go
into the workforce that are educated and
properly trained”. The time is now for,
“Building, together, repairing and re-
plenishing for the betterment of Balti-
more”. The time is now, “To make sure
that we are equally represented not only
with the government but financial as
well. Making sure that Minority Small
owned business have access to 67% to
70% of city contracts because we make
up 67% in the body of Baltimore City.

Dr Martin Luther King, Jr. was encour-
aging African Americans in Birming-
ham, Alabama in 1963 to vote and to
desegregate public facilities through the
Southern Christian Leadership Confer-
ence (SCLC) and other civic-minded
people. Dr. King wrote “Letters from the
Birmingham Jail, when he was arrested
and incarcerated in April 1963 in Bir-
mingham. Alabama. On May 2, 1963,
African American students marched to
Birmingham’s city hall but were stopped
by police and arrested. Dr King visited
those arrested students and told them,
“What you do this day will impact chil-
dren who have not been born.” The stu-
dents marched again and were met by
police with firehoses and police dogs. As
the world saw the brutal attack of the
police on the young Black students on
the television, the Birmingham business-
es eventually agreed to desegregate fa-
cilities and businesses on May 10, 1963.
Called the Children’s Crusade of 1963,
this movement was important to the civil
rights movement of integration and
equality in America.

Many young Black Leaders stepped up
to make a difference during the Civil
rights Movement. As many of you
know. in 1954, Brown v. Board of Edu-
cation was settled in the U.S. Supreme
Court. This decision was supposed to
lead to the integration of United States
schools. During this time, school dis-
tricts were ordered to change their stu-
dent admittance policy. The School
Board in Little Rock, Arkansas devel-
oped a plan to integrate its schools. The
President of the Arkansas NAACP se-
lected nine students to integrate Central
High School in 1957. In preparation for
such a change in their schooling, these
students were counselled on how to cope
and be successful in the new school en-
vironment. The Governor of Arkansas
ordered the National Guard to keep the

angry white protestors who screamed
and spit on them. The National Guard
who was initially present to protect the
nine students eventually did not allow
the students to enter the school. Days
later, the National Guard was released
from the school and the Little Rock Po-
lice Department was directed to protect
the nine students. Again, the students
were met by white protestors. President
Eisenhower sent federal troops, the
101st Airborne Division, to protect the
nine students. As a result of these Army
soldiers, the nine students were able to
enter Central High School. The 101st
Airborne Division was detailed to the
school for a year. Still much verbal and
physical abuse continued. One student
had acid thrown in her face and another
student was thrown down the stairs. The
first Black student graduated in 1958,
but Central High School was closed the
next year. Then in 1959, the school reo-
pened and The Little Rock Nine Stu-
dents graduated. Each student received
the Congressional Gold Medal from
President Clinton in 1999 and President
Obama’s invited all nine students in
2009 to his first inauguration.

It is hard to discuss the Little Rock Nine
Students and not talk about Ruby Bridg-
es. In 1960, the New Orleans school dis-
trict developed tests that were challeng-
ing for Black students, but Ruby Bridges
passed the test. William Frantz Elemen-
tary School was near her home, but she
would be the only black in the school.
Ruby was protected by U.S. marshals,
spending her first day in the principal’s
office as protestors were outside and
taking their children out of the school.
Soon the white students returned to
school, but Ruby would be separated
from the white students in a classroom
on a separate floor from the white stu-
dents. Only one teacher, Mrs Barbara
Henry, volunteered to teach Ruby. Ruby
did physical exercise without other stu-
dents and ate alone in the classroom.
Ruby’s father lost his job and her mother
could not shop at the grocery store. Ru-
by was bothered with nightmares and
stopped eating. Eventually, the teacher
started eating with her and Ruby had a
psychologist. Slowly Ruby could have
time with her classmates and during her
second year, she had classes with the
other students. Years later, Ruby psy-
chologist wrote a book about her experi-

ences and Ruby was a guest on the
Oprah Winfrey Show with Mrs Henry,
her first teacher at William Frantz Ele-
mentary School.

More Black youth leaders are in the
news than ever before. I am impressed
and inspired to read about their creativi-
ty, boldness and drive to accomplish so
much.

[ always enjoy sharing the good news
with you. Today, our Black youth are
carrying on the torch. Black youth are
changing the United States for a better
society. If you do not believe me, here
are a few young heroes/

the time, was 8 years old in 2006, when
she wrote a letter to President Barack
Obama, calling herself, “Little Miss
Flint.” Her letter requested to visit the
president or the First Lady while on a
visit to Washington, D.C. She was going
to hear Michigan Gov. Rick Snyder talk
to Congress about the water problems in
Flint, Michigan. This is a quote from her
letter, “My mom said chances are you
will be to [sic] busy with more important
things but there is a lot of people coming
on these buses and even just a meeting
from you or your wife would really lift
peoples spirits,” The Washington
Post reports her writing in her letter.
“Thank you for all that do for our coun-
try.” Copeny did not meet with the Pres-
ident on that trip but did receive a call
from the White House saying that Presi-
dent Obama had read her letter and was
emailing a response. In the letter, Presi-
dent Obama explained that he was
moved by Copeny’s words and that he
hoped to meet her on his upcoming frip
to Flint. Copeny continues to speak up
for clean water in Flint and is a youth
ambassador for the Women’s March.
Yara Shahidi is an 18-year-old actress
and activist who advocates for diversity
in Hollywood, girls’ education and voter
turnout. She launched a new initiative
called Eighteen x 18, which will encour-
age more young people to vote in the
upcoming elections. She also worked
with Michelle Obama’s, Let Girls Learn
initiative and with the United Nations to
launch a mentorship program called
“Yara’s Club,” through the Young
Women’s Leadership Network.

Marley Dias, at 13 years old, became the
founder of #1000blackgirlbooks, a cam-
paign that she started in 2015 with the
goal to collect and donate 1,000 books to
her peers that featured black girls as the
main characters. To date, she has col-
lected more than 10,000 books and
spoke alongside Michelle Obama and
Oprah Winfrey at the United State of
Women Summit in 2016. This past Janu-
ary, she released her own book, “Marley
Dias Gets it Done: And So Can You!”
I'm working to create a space where it
feels easy to include and imagine black
girls and make black girls like me the
main characters of our lives,” Dias said
at Forbes” Women Summit in New York
City last year. Her work has also earned
her a spot as the youngest person

on Forbes 2018 “30 Under 30 list.

Let us give a big shout out and“thank
you.” to, Zim Ugochukwu who is a sen-
ior at the University of North Carolina-
Greensboro. Ugochukwu is responsible
for the movement to open the Interna-
tional Civil rights Center and Museum in
Greensboro, North Carolina. The center
and museum will commemorate the
Greensboro Sit-ins during the Civil
Rights Movement. Named one of Glam-
our’s 20 Amazing Young Women, Ugo-
chukwu also won an award from Cam-
pus Progress in 2010.

We can certainly appreciate Charlene
Carruthers who raised funds and dona-
tions for her to travel to Haiti during the
earthquake. She plans to return to do
more community development in the
future and has worked with the Reli-
gious Coalition for Reproductive
Choice, Lawyer’s Committee for Civil
Rights Under Law, and the Center for
Community Change. Jimmy Briggs is a
journalist who worked in wars in Af-
ghanistan, Uganda, Rwanda, Colombia,
and Sri Lanka. Briggs co-founded
the Man Up Campaign to encourage
youth to stop violence against women
and girls, and he became the first Affi-
can American appointed as a Goodwill
Ambassador.

Nyeeam Hudson was twelve when he
became a motivational speaker on sub-
jects such as bullying, confidence, and
self-love. He published, “We are all
Kings., a Motivational Guide for Young
Men.”

Upcoming events for African American
youths are all over the United States
such as The African American Youth
Leadership Conference (AAYLC) which
is non-profit and 100%funded by dona-
tions and operated by community volun-
teers. Their upcoming conference will
include speakers such as Suave who is
the founder of the Hip Hop ConnXion
Family Nationwide and Nicole “Dr.
Nic” Rankine who is a certified interna-
tional empowerment speaker. Her story
begins with her struggle with reading
comprehension as a child. The Educat-
ing Children of Color summit is about
our youth. Perhaps you cannot attend
these conferences or summits, but you
can follow-up, read about and contribute
to them online.

What will the next decade (the 2020°s)
be like for you? I have always said that
“you drive that journey”. Remember to
build respect for yourself. One of you
reading these articles might become the
person who will decide on important
issues affecting our communities or you
become a research scientist working on a
cure for cancer or the superintendent of a
school district making policy for our
children. Whatever you become, be a
good citizen and give back. Be your best
self. Act on what you are passionate
about or do what is needed.

It is not uncommon
to experience a few, several or most of
the symptoms of depression:

Loss or lack of energy
Insomnia
Feelings of hopelessness, helplessness
and sadness
Loss of interest that were once pleasur-
able
Lack of concentration
Forgetfulness
Loss of libido
Weight gain
Change in appetite

Thoughts of death or suicide (seek pro-
fessional help)

Depression may also be accompanied by
anxiety, lack of confidence, low self-
esteem, and physical symptoms such as
back pain, headaches and gastrointesti-
nal problems.

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Reaching The Unreachable Outreach Ministries, Dr. Andre H. Humphrey

Dr. Andre H. Humphrey is extremely
passionate about his ministry and the
services his ministry provides to help
people. I met this inspiring gentleman
many years ago. Then and now, he is
still on the frontlines providing services
to those in need.

In our first meeting I asked him why he
chose to do the work he was doing? He
pointed to a picture on the wall of his
office and said to me, “That is a picture
of my son who was murdered”. I no-
ticed the pain and agony on his face and
he spoke very passionately about the
trauma he suffered about the death of his
son.

He said the death of his son was one of
many reasons why he does the things
that he does! This Brother has many
accolades I could write about, but I want
to thank him personally and publicly for
putting in so much work over the years.
Thank You Soldier!

Here are a few of his accomplishments.
In 1988 after doing many revivals at the

Charles H. Hickey School, the Holy
Spirit placed on Rev. Humphreys’ heart
that there was a serious need for an Out
Reach Ministry for young men. Many
had given their lives to Christ, but there
was no follow up available to them.
After speaking with Bishop Robinson,
along with the secretary of the youth
facility, his name was given to Ms. Mary
Slector who was in charge of volunteers.
At this point he was ask to take charge
of the mentoring program where he gave
of his time for many years working
strictly as a volunteer. Rev. Humphrey
was then asked ten years later to be the
Director of the Youth Ministry Outreach
Program. Still many youth were being
released with no where to go and no fol-
low up. Out of concern for humanity,
Rev. Humphrey organized another min-
istry entitled Unity in the Spirit. This
ministry, which was the combination of
many churches in East Baltimore
(Barclay Midway Corridor), participated
in a thirty hour tent revival. During this
revival, many issues were addressed
such as: alcohol abuse, substance abuse,
homeless children with incarcerated par-
ents and the rejected and down trodden.
Those individuals were given assistance
on site without delay.

Out of this great coalition was the birth
of a never ending relationship between
the board members of Reaching the Un-
reachable Outreach Ministries and the
Missionaries of the Fountain Baptist
Church. In 2000, the former pastor, the
late Rev. Herman A. Ford, appointed
Rev. Humphrey to work with the Mis-
sionaries, shortly afterwards, he was
elected as their spiritual advisor, under
their past president, the late Sis. Gwen-
dolyn Douglass. With hard work and

determination from both organizations

they were afforded the opportunity of Partnership

ministering to nursing homes, and pris-
ons, etc. Under the leadership of the
Holy Spirit, they are going out into the
highways and byways taking the Word
of God to God’s people. His latest
achievement is that of Baltimore Trauma
Response Team.

In 2004, the Elizabeth Colbert House
was established. This dwelling opened
its’ doors to homeless single mothers
between the ages of 18 and 40. It was
named after the Missionaries lifetime
Past President, Ms. Elizabeth Colbert,
who remains a faithful supporter. In ad-
dition to the Willing Workers, Many
other members of Fountain Baptist
Church (many of whom would like to
remain anonymous) supported the pro-

ject In June of this year,

Reaching the Unreachable Outreach
Ministries was awarded a grant from the
Family League of Baltimore City for the
purpose of developing an after school
program. Reaching the Unreachable
Outreach Ministries is associated with
many other programs such as; Men Sup-
porting Men, Child Developing Policing
Program, and the Prison Ministry. These
organizations are supported by the new
Chief of Operations (Dr. Pisha) and all
other dedicated board members of this
great organization. After eight years,
God is still smiling down on this church,
and allowing the ministries to continue
on this journey.

The Negro Motorist Green Book (also
known as The Negro Travelers' Green
Book, or simply the Green Book) was
published by Victor Hugo Green, from
1933 until 1966. NEGROES (as called
then) who traveled had to be extremely
cautious. The Green Book helped Ne-
gro / Black-African Americans avoid the
discomfort of segregation, discrimina-
tion, and insults when traveling
(especially in Sundown Towns) by list-
ing safe places to eat, sleep. and get gas.

Council becomes Mayor because Martin
O'Malley becomes “Governor” and she
finished his remaining term.

In November of 2007, Shelia Dixon was
elected “Mayor” becoming the 48th
“Mayor” of Baltimore. In February of
2010, Sheila resigns because of scandal
and indictments concerning stolen gift
cards that amounted to just a few hun-
dred dollars that were supposed to be
giving to poor people.

Please bear with me and stay with me, I
am trying to make a point by pointing to
some facts. After Sheila is forced to re-
sign another Black Woman who had
become President Of City Council now
becomes “Mayor” she is Stephanie
Rawlings Blake.

In the year of 2015 during the month of
April as Stephanie was preparing to
campaign for another term in office the
tragic incident takes place where a Black
Man by the name of Freddie Gray was
murdered. He was arrested and thrown
into a police cruiser where during the
process his vertebrae were fractured, his
voice box was damaged and his neck
was severed from the spine. Just a few
days after his arrest he died from the
injuries he sustained while in custody.

On April 18-24 riots broke out in Balti-
more because of the death of Freddie
Gray and the attempt to cover up the
wrong-doings of the police officers in-
volved. Looting, violence, and arson of
several businesses took place during this
short period.

During this time Baltimore had just got-
ten a new State's Attorney a Black
Woman by the name of Marilyn Mosby.
She gave excitement and hope to the
community as she brought charges
against all the officers involved. Sadly,
the justice system found in favor of the
police and eventually each of them was
exonerated.

However, the rioting and the chaos be-
cause of Freddie Gray forced Stephanie
to decide to not run for re-election and
therefore, it set up an election where the
former “mayor™ Sheila Dixon would run
along with other candidates as well as
then State Senator Catherine Pugh.

During a hard-fought campaign battle
between Dixon and Pugh, Pugh wins by
a small margin that was contested by
Dixon and supporters. However, in De-
cember of 2016, Catherine Pugh be-
comes the 50th “Mayor” of Baltimore

City.

Now, these are four Black “Mayors”
who were elected. As corruption would
have it and as injustice continues Cathe-
rine Pugh would resign with a book
scandal and profiting from her book
sales and offering contracts with those
who brought books and etc.

At this time as [ write this article, Cathe-
rine Pugh is awaiting sentencing that
will cause her to serve some prison time.

Of course, as I write this particular arti-
cle I could speak about the “Mayoral
Race” that is currently taking place. The
current “Mayor” who had to move up
from Council President to Mayor be-
cause Pugh was forced to resign, has
constantly been attacked by the media
because of a homestead tax credit of a
thousand dollars on a house he is not
living in.

Of course, there are many candidates
who are presently running for “Mayor™
but I am just pointing out some of the
unfairness and injustices that happen
when one is Black. Again, please do not
confuse my pointing out injustice as a
part of supporting corruption.

At the same time, there is another candi-
date that is in the race and according to a
video that is circulating on social media
as well as conversation on radio pro-
grams, this candidate has been accused
of sexual misbehavior and offering up

information that should be kept secret
and yet, the main media has yet to men-
tion this, why?

Is it not ironic and disturbing that out of
the four Black elected “Mayors” we
have had here in Baltimore, that two was
forced to resign due to legal issues and
another forced to resign because of cha-
0s.

I have a question for those of you who
will challenge and debate the truth that I
am pointing out. Because we have had
only four Black elected “Mayors™ in
over a two hundred year period, how
many White “Mayors” have gone to
prison? How many of them were forced
out of office due to scandal?

If there is a point too much of this the
point is this, Black Leadership has to be
treated the same as White Leadership.
See, how can Black citizens ever expect
fairess and justice when Black Leader-
ship is still being treated as not equal to
White Leadership?

Those of you who would like to com-
ment and debate this can feel free to fol-
low me on my Facebook page. Bill
Goodin. I will close with this as it relates
to Black Leadership, you had better get
it together and stop doing what White
Leadership does. You see to date they
have stolen much for years and have
been rewarded and not punished.
